Before beginning to read, say a short prayer asking God to open up your mind to understand what He is saying in
the Holy Scriptures. Ask God to let His holy spirit "guide you into all truth” (John 16:13).

You need to be diligent and study “rightly dividing the word of truth” to show yourself approved unto God (2
Timothy 2:15) and to search your Bible daily to learn more about God and His truth (Acts 17:10—11) proving all
things and holding fast to that which is good (1 Thessalonians 5:21.)
